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The Human Tissue Authority (HTA)
The HTA was established on 1 April 2005 under the Human Tissue Act 2004, which extends to England, Wales and Northern Ireland. The HTA is an Executive Non-Departmental Public Body (ENDBP) sponsored by the Department of Health. The HTA’s strategic aim is to create a regulatory system for the removal, use and disposal of human tissue and organs that is clear, consistent and proportionate and in which professionals, patients, families and members of the public have confidence.
