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	Shaun completed his PhD with Cancer Research UK in 1994, after which he worked as a postdoctoral fellow at the Ludwig Institute for Cancer Research, before moving into communications. He started as Assistant Editor of Current Biology, worked freelance for Reuters, and managed the books programme at a medical communications agency, MediTech Media.

Following this, Shaun worked at the Wellcome Trust on educational materials on HIV/AIDS for developing countries. He was seconded to the Trust’s media office, where he communicated stories of global interest – including the Human Genome Project announcements – and provided briefings on stem cell research for Parliamentarians. In 2003, he moved to Manchester to take up the post of Head of Communications at UK Biobank – the world’s largest study of genes and environment in health and disease. He set up the corporate communications function and helped develop the communications elements of volunteer recruitment. 

Shaun has worked at the HTA since August 2005. He is responsible for delivering strategic communications advice and guidance to help drive up standards among professionals, and informed decision-making by the public. His other responsibilities include managing the HTA’s reputation, in the media and elsewhere, to support public and professional confidence.
