The HTA'’s role in the new deemed consent, or “opt-out”, law is to publish a Code of
Practice for practitioners which provides advice and guidance on the practical application of
the new law. The Code of Practice is subject to parliamentary approval and will be
published in the spring, to coincide with the law change in England.
