2021)? Please could you break this information down by year, gender. In each
case, please could you state whether any misconduct was found and, if so,
what type of disciplinary action was taken including verbal/written/final
warnings, suspension, dismissal etc.

3. Please could you state in any of the cases above whether the police was
notified of the staff member’s sexual harassment complaint/if any
investigation/charges were brought. Please could you break this information
down by year.
