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Model body donation consent form for the representative of the person making the donation
Introduction

1. This model body donation consent form provides a suggested format for establishments that receive body donations, in line with the requirements of the Human Tissue Act 2004 (HT Act). It should be used when written consent by the donor may not be possible, such as when a mentally-competent person is physically unable to write.
2. The form should be completed by the representative of the person making the donation, in the presence of at least one witness who attests their signature. 
3. The form may be adapted, providing it complies with the HT Act and follows the Human Tissue Authority’s (HTA’s) Codes of Practice on Consent and Anatomy.

4. Parts of the form which are in italics should be amended to reflect the specific policies of the establishment using the pack.

5. The booklet should be completed to include-

· Name, address and contact information of licensed establishment

· HTA licensing number

· Logo of licensed establishment (the HTA’s logo should not be used)
